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There are 32 transplant
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In Ukraine, organ transplantation is just beginning
to develop. Such operations have become possible
since 2019, when the law that allowed organ
transplants came into force.

In 2019, 78 transplants were
performed, in 2020 - 129 transplants.

In 2021, a record 313 transplants were
performed. 229 kidneys, 50 livers, 32
hearts, and 1 cornea were
transplanted.

No corneal transplants were
performed in 2022.
