Information about personal data processing:

1. Data Controller
The Data Controller is the SGH Warsaw School of Economics in Warsaw, with its registered seat at Al. Niepodległości 162, 02-554 Warsaw, Poland (hereinafter: SGH).

2. Data Protection Officer
The Data Controller has appointed a Data Protection Officer to supervise the accuracy of data processing. The Data Protection Officer can be contacted at the following email address: iod@sgh.waw.pl.
3. Purpose of Processing
Personal data will be processed in order to send you information concerning facilities, financial assistance and other forms of support available for persons with disabilities.
4. Legal Basis for Processing
Your personal data are processed on the following legal basis: Article 6(1)(a) and Article 9(2)(a) of the GDPR1 (your consent to the processing of specific categories of personal data) for the purpose of sending information and contacting you about facilities, support and financial assistance available for persons with disabilities. You have the right to withdraw your consent at any time.
5. Data Recipients
As a matter of principle, your personal data will not be disclosed to third parties with the exception of entities authorised by law and entities entrusted with data processing by the Data Controller on a contractual basis.
6. Duration of Processing
Your personal data will be processed until you have withdrawn your consent.
7. Information on Voluntary Data Provision
The provision of your data is voluntary. However, data provision is necessary for the purposes for which they have been collected.
8. Rights Associated with Processing
With regard to the processing of your data, you have the right to access your data, to rectify your data, to restrict processing, to withdraw your consent and to have your data erased. Your data are not subject to profiling or automated individual decision-making.
9. Right to Lodge a Complaint with a Supervisory Authority
You have the right to lodge a complaint with the competent supervisory authority, i.e. the President of the Personal Data Protection Office in Poland, if you believe that the processing of your personal data is in violation with the GDPR provisions.
